SMOKING AT SCHOOL IS NOT PERMITTED

KCC Policy Statement
Smoking is not allowed on any KCC site or establishment including Community and Voluntary Controlled schools for the health, safety and well-being of pupils staff and visitors.

The policy applies to all Portal House School pupils, employees, visitors, contractors and members of the public whilst on our site.
Aims

This policy aims to give non-smokers the right to learn and work in an environment that is free of tobacco smoke, whilst acknowledging the needs of adults who do smoke.  
Pupils
Pupils are not allowed to smoke at any time whilst at school, college or work placements.

Adults
We expect people who are smokers to take steps to minimise the effects of their smoke on others whilst at work.  Primarily this will be by ensuring that when smoking off site they are, where possible and practical, a reasonable distance from the building/site. 
Smoking in Vehicles
Smoking is not allowed in KCC owned people carriers and minibuses, nor in private vehicles on site.
KCC Staff Working for Other Organisations
Staff who are seconded, visit, support pupils on placement or who work in establishments other than those owned by KCC must follow the policy of the organisation in question with respect to smoking.
Enforcement and Monitoring
The Headteacher and SMT are responsible for ensuring pupils, staff and visitors comply with this policy.  
Pupils

Pupils who are caught smoking during school hours:

1. Phone call to parents/carers

2. Sent home – a deliberate and defiant infringement of school policy

3. The following day detention breaks with Headteacher, learning about the hazards of smoking etc.

Staff
Persistent and/or intentional breaches of the policy will lead to disciplinary action under the school’s Disciplinary procedure.

Any visitor to Portal House School breaking the conditions of this policy will be asked to stop smoking or to leave the premises.

This policy will be:
· Communicated to all pupils, staff, Governors and parents.
No smoking signs are clearly displayed around the buildings and school owned vehicles.
